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     On February 18th at MacRay Harbor, a very informative presentation was 

made by Customs and Border Patrol (CBP) agents, as well as representatives 

from several other agencies, regarding the new rules for travel to and from 

Canada by boat.  Congresswoman Candice Miller also addressed that topic, as 

well as the threat to the Great Lakes from invasive species, especially 

the Asian Carp. 

 

     The consensus seems to be that the best answer for recreational 

boaters is to obtain the NEXUS card.  It’s considered the best “bang 

for your buck” in terms of cost, convenience, and versatility. 

 

     A very useful website to visit is the “Mariners Coalition” at  

 http://marinerscoalition.com/downloads/MC_ReportingRequirements.pdf 

 Copy and paste it into your web browser, and you will get a pdf file  

 explaining the various procedures for travel between the two countries  

 (with or without the NEXUS card). 

      
     This seems to be an excellent time to apply for your card.  

 

        As Vice-Commodore Terry Crockatt reports: 

 
   “Note that my recent experience in renewing our NEXUS cards was as follows: 

 

•  registered with CBP's GOES online system, then logged into it to apply at: 

https://goes-app.cbp.dhs.gov - $50 for 5 years for each person. 

  

•  after 3 weeks we were notified via email of our conditional approvals (then you have 30 

days to schedule your in-person interviews - ours are next Tuesday and available dates 

are virtually immediate).   

While you are there, remember to get your BR (boater's registration) numbers as well.    

 

Bottom line is they are not really busy and the process took a month.  And yes several of 

our trips are to Canada this year so now is the time to act - it's easy. 

 

You will also need to get your annual customs user fee decal at:   

https://dtops.cbp.dhs.gov - costs $27.50 and takes 7-10 days.   

(When you report in to CBP they DO ask for the decal number!)"
